Recently parishioners from St Matthew the Apostle Parish in
Randolph attended an Iftar dinner at the Morris County Islamic
Center, which marked the end of the Ramadan fasting. Never
having attended an Iftar we didn’t know what to expect. It was a
most remarkable evening! It started at 7:00pm and was hosted by
the Youth Group of the Islamic Center. A young woman college
student at Rutgers in Newark presided over the evening and with
her heartwarming smile and wit introduced all of the
speakers. The first one was a sixteen year old boy who had
memorized the whole Quran and chanted a long passage while it
was being translated on a screen into English. Then someone
explained the reason behind Fasting for Ramadan and the 5
tenants of the Muslim religion.

Hospitality and community outreach are very important
components, and they certainly exhibited that during the whole
evening. After the welcomes from the Islamic Center hosts,
community Churches, Synagogues and organizations had
speakers who described their solidarity and outlined what they
had already done to promote further good relations. There was a
group promoting the theme “Hate is not Welcome Here”, and two
police officers from Mt Olive Township, one who spoke of the
importance of everyone working together like this. At 8:33 p.m. it
was time to Break the Fast. Everyone ate a date at the same
time and then we proceeded to go into the cafeteria where we
had family style meals of chicken, lamb, hummus, rice, salad and
falafel.
